This beautifully renovated townhouse is tucked away behind a row
of lime trees and looks out across a square to a fortified 15th-century
church.

Located on Ile de Re, off the western coast of France, Maison
d'Aquitaine has three double bedrooms, including a master suite in an
annex across the courtyard.

You can try your
hand at fishing, hire a boat and head out beyond the marina or cycle
through the island’s whitewashed villages. La Plage de la Cible, the
nearest swimming beach, offers windsurfing equipment and catamarans
to hire by the hour. After a long day in the sand dunes, you can while
away your evenings in one of the town's excellent waterside eateries.
Alternatively, you can make good use of Maison d'Aquitaine’s courtyard
by watching the sun set with a nice glass of the local wine.
